Whether they were wearing
metallic gold stilettos, pink
fuzzy slippers, knee high
boots or sensible flats, the
men who walked in our 1%
annual Walk a Mile in Her
Shoese event were in high
spirits on Saturday,
September 12" at Dutterer
Family Park. Men and
women gathered at the park
on the dreary Saturday
morning, but they didn’t let
the weather get them down.
The turnout for this first-time
event was amazing at 102
registered walkers and
approximately 100 other
attendees/spectators.
Before the walk began, men
could be seen squeezing
into their shoes and taking
their first steps. While there
was a little wobble in their
steps, they seemed confi-
dent they had it under
control.

“‘Walk A Mile In Her Shoes,” held Saturday, September 12, 2009, was our premier men’s
sexual assault education event. We appreciate everyone who braved the less-than desirable
weather to literally walk one mile in women’s shoes. The purpose of this event is to get the
community to talk about something that's really difficult to talk about: gender relations and
sexual violence.

The Walk promotes gender relations to help men better understand and appreciate women’s
experiences, thus changing perspectives, helping improve gender relationships and decreasing
the potential for violence. Sexual violence is addressed by informing the community that
services are available for recovery. The Walk demonstrates that men are willing and able to
be courageous partners with women in making the world a safer place. Sexualized violence
does not just affect women. It affects the men who care about them, their families, friends,
coworkers and communities. Sexualized violence is epidemic.

Our 10th Annual “A Culinary Experience” was held Monday, October 12, 2009 with more than
450 in attendance. The event provided a plethora of food, with a variety as never seen before.
The silent and live auctions were well received and provided an additional opportunity for
attendees to show their support for RCIS.
